How risky is it?
The value of the fund can go down as well as up. You could lose money. One

way to gauge risk is to look at how much a fund’s returns change over time.

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How has the fund performed?

How much does it cost?

The following tables show the fees and expenses you could pay to buy, own and sell Series F-2 units of the fund. The fees and expenses — including any
commissions — can vary among series of the fund and among funds. Higher commissions can influence representatives to recommend one investment over
another. Ask about other funds and investments that may be suitable for you at a lower cost.

1. Sales Charges
You pay your representative's firm an annual fee based on the asset value of your account instead of paying commissions or fees on each purchase.

2. Fund expenses
You don’t pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce the fund's returns. As of June 30, 2023, the fund's expenses were of its value.
This equals for every $1,000 invested.

More about the trailing commission
The trailing commission is an ongoing commission. It is paid for as long as you own the fund. It is for the services and/or advice that your representative
and their firm provide to you.

NBI does not pay any trailing commission to your representative’s firm with respect to Series F-2 units.

3. Other fees

You may have to pay other fees when you buy, hold, sell, switch or convert units of the fund.

Fee

S eiss 2% of the value of the units you redeem or switch within 9o days of purchase may be charged by NBI. This fee goes to the fund.

The Series F is only offered to investors who have entered into an agreement to pay fees directly to their representative's firm. These investors
